Finance Report 
Last month, I expressed 
that I felt confident 
about our recent progress 
in gaining control of our 
financial issues. With all 
of the year-end extra 
paperwork to complete 

and the new licenses to get, I have 
been busy, but I am still pleased with 
our continued progress. We have had 
enough members and their friends 
purchasing food and refreshments at 
LZ 639 and making donations, we 
have kept our income above our ex-
penses, (a couple of major ones.) Ma-
jor expenses paid in December in-
clude $2348.00 for a new ice machine 
and $1686.00 for various business 
licenses. Without the help of the 
A.L.R., the Ladies Auxiliary, Peggy 
Baker, and those of you who partake 
of the food (don’t forget the volun-
teers that cook) and refreshments, we 
have paid these expenses without hav-
ing to borrow operating cash. Our 
certificate of deposit matured on De-
cember 28th and made it possible for 
us to draw out over $5000.00 in inter-
est to help with maintenance ex-
penses.  We also paid half of the loan 
amount and signed a loan extension 
for a lower interest rate.  The other 
half of the certificate of deposit funds 
were invested at a good rate, consid-
ering today’s economy.  The last draw 
on the line of credit loan was in late 
August!!!  All bills since then have 
been paid from daily operating re-
ceipts, donations from members and 
the earnings of the certificate of de-
posit during 2008.  A few members 
have commented that I have been do-
ing well to get our finances more sta-
ble.  My response is always “I only 

count the receipts, make bank depos-
its and write checks.  The participa-
tion of the members in helping to gen-
erate more revenue, the work of the 
staff and volunteer cooks to reduce 
expenses plus a little luck that nothing 
really expensive has failed are what 
have stabilized the finances”.  Now 
that we are in a new year and most 
annual reports are filed, the finance 
office will be able to review the num-
bers for last year and prepare a rec-
ommended budget to the Executive 
Board.  The goal is to be able to con-
tinue operating without borrowing, 
continue to maintain a reserve fund 
for making needed repairs to Post fa-
cilities on a regular basis and to avoid 
future “crisis” failures of equipment.
